2.2 Report Formatting
2.2.1 Printing

Printing should be double-sided.
Printing should be in black and white (limit colored pages to special figures and curves only when necessary).
2.2.2 Paragraph and Font Formatting

Line spacing: 1.5
Font type and size: Times New Roman – 12 body or normal text, 16 bold for chapter title (Heading 1), 14 bold First Subtitle (Heading 2), 13 bold Second Subtitle (Heading 3).

It is recommended to use the “Heading” styles in MS Word to generate the Table of Content easily (as implemented in this document). 

Margins: 1.25” right and left, 1” top and bottom.
Figures: figures should have numbered labels and captions.
Page Numbers: Centered Bottom, Arabic Starting from Introduction, Roman before Introduction.
